
A note about 988: When people call, text, or chat with the 988 Lifeline, they are connected 
to trained crisis counselors who are part of the existing 988 Lifeline network, made up of over 
200 local crisis centers. These crisis counselors are trained to provide free and confidential 
emotional support and crisis counseling to people in suicidal crisis or emotional distress and 
connect them to resources. These services are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week, 
across the United States. 

Crisis Text Line: anywhere in the United States, 24/7, free, 
confidential. A live, trained volunteer Crisis Counselor receives the 
text and responds, all from our secure online platform. The 
volunteer Crisis Counselor will help you move from a hot moment 
to a cool calm.
